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History of Yamagata
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SHIBA KANEYORI

Yamagata’s first castle was built in the Mogami district of the Dewa province.

It is from here that Shiba Kaneyori governed Dewa. It is said that in 1356 (First year of the
Enbun period),in mid—-Nanbokucho upheaval, Kaneyori crossed the Ou mountain range after
being appointed as the Tandai (local commissioner) of Dewa.

The next year, he built Yamagata castle and made it the seat of his government.

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Kaneyori and his descendants took the name Mogami from the name of the region.

The Mogami clan, born from the Shiba clan, descended from the Ashikaga branch of the
Seiwa Genji clan. Renowned warrior family. Mogami Yoshimitsu, the eleventh generation
in his lineage, became the first ruler of the Dewa—Yamagata domain and was uncle of Date
Masamune. He fought with the Eastern armies at the battle of Sekigahara and the Mogami
clan grew to become major feudal lords with a rice production of 570,000 “koku”

(enough to feed 570,000 people) at its peak. A craftsman’s district was formed in the area
surrounding the castle and the warm protection of those craftspeople led to thriving

development in traditional crafts.

Hugged by the bosom of the Zao Mountain Range and born of beautiful nature and a rich climate with
abundant water and fertile soil, Yamagata City has long been a veritable treasure chest of natural resources.
Such pure materials stirred the people’s sensibilities and fueled the craftsmen’s drive for “creating things.”
The Kitamae ships that plied the Mogami River also carried with them the culture of Kyoto, which has left

a unique culture here.In 1356 (First year of the Enbun period), Shiba Kaneyori entered Yamagata and the next
year, he started construction of Yamagata Castle, which would become the center of Yamagata government.
The foundations of the town surrounding the castle stretches back to this time. A craftsman’s district was
created in the castle town where highly skilled craftsmen were warmly cared for. Living in harmony with
Yamagata’s natural features, these masters of their crafts polished their techniques, leaving a tradition that
lives on today.

Yamagata Imono iron casting started in the Kohei period, sometime after the year1060. It is said that it began
when Minamoto no Yoriyoshi entered Yamagata to fight, under order from the Oushu Heitei government.

His iron casters found the sand and soil quality of the Mamigasaki River ideal for casting and settled there.
Together with distinctive molds, there are many decorative techniques that have been passed down such as

moyo oshi pattern stamping and hada uchi pebbling. Yamagata produces items for daily life such as flower
vases, kettles, and teapots for Japanese tea ceremony.

Yamagata Uchihamono cutlery is said to have gotten its start in 1356 (first year of Enbun period) when
Shiba Kaneyori entered Yamagata and his blacksmiths formed a settlement. The vestiges of the blacksmith’s
town made by Mogami Yoshiaki during the Keichou period (1596-1614) still remain there today.

The technique of that inherited knife-making tradition is highly valued. Old—fashioned pruning shears, kitchen
knives, heavy scissors, sickles, and hoes are still made by hand.

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The production techniques of Butsudan Buddhist altars in Yamagata is said to date back to the Genroku period after
1688,when wood sculptors and palace carpenters were invited from Kyoto to construct temples. These Buddhist
altars are distinctively durable while the precision of their construction expresses a fine grace. The seven separate
crafts of wood framing, inner sanctuary construction, wood sculpting, metal ornamentation, lacquering, maki—e gold
powder decoration, and gold leaf gilding are combined tomake Yamagata Buddhist altars.These have received awards

at national exhibits for traditional Buddhist altars and objects.

Together with the cutlery of Yamagata’s blacksmith town, Yamagata Nokogiri saws have been famous since
long ago. The large saws (O—nokogiri) for cutting timber were especially well-known for their durability and
sharpness. All Yamagata saws are individually handmade. From forging, which is important for all cutlery, to
tempering and making the saw teeth, all stages of production are done by hand. This gives them their superb
sharpness and durability. These craftsmen take pride in their saws maintenance as well, so they can be used
for many long years. With the changing times, pruning saws for fruit trees have become the main product and
are now prized among expert fruit farmers.

Kokeshi were created at the end of the Edo period and at that time were sold as children’s toys at souvenir
shops of hot spring spas throughout Northeastern Japan. Now, in addition to the many original Kokeshi that
have been made, the nostalgia arousing traditional Kokeshi means they continue to enjoy popularity.

Since long ago, as a specialty of Zao Onsen hot spring (Takayu), they were made along with other wooden
toys like Koma (spinning tops). This tradition is split into several different lineages with the Yamagata branch
and Zao Onsen Takayu branch, and in Yamagata city there are other craftsman in addition to the Yamagata
branch of Kokeshi making.

In Yamagata there are places such as the oldest stone Torii gate in Japan and the stone walls of Yamagata
castle’ s ruins; it is a region where using stone has been a part of the culture since long ago.

The Mamigasaki river which has its source in the Zao branch of the Ou mountains contains strata of rich
andesite and tuff.

This stone is used for building stone walls, stone lanterns, and monuments as well as Buddhist statues.
High levels of skill in working this stone has developed here and it has become one of the famous
stone—working areas in Northeastern Japan.

Hirashimizu pottery is said to originate from when the Buddhist monk Jikaku Daishi used the earth of Chitose
Mountain to teach pottery. It became firmly established as a style during the mid—Edo period and its rustic
texture is famous. Nestled among lush green is a pottery village using Chitose Mountain’s raw clay.
Seiryugama, a kiln famous for a unique glaze named Zansetsu, which means remaining snow glaze, and
Shichemon folk art pottery kiln are engaged in producing a number of different items. Also, there is Yasouji
kiln in the Suzukawa district’s Yanbe area which specializes in engobe and glaze using ash of safflower.

The official flower of Yamagata city is the safflower (Benibana). As Yamagata’s Benibana production reached
its peak in the mid-Edo period it was treasured as a dye for lipstick and Bebibanazome textile dyeing.
For Benibanazome, after the safflowers are picked they are processed into dried crimson cakes of flower petals
called Benimochi, and then that pigment is employed to dye the textiles using old—fashioned methods.
Many different beautiful colors can be expressed depending on the amount of red pigment used.
Kusakizome natural plant dyeing is attractive for its natural tones that come from using only natural materials.
One can sense Yamagata’s changing seasons through these products which has made them grow in popularity.
